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SUBJECT:  Cash for Trash Program

PURPOSE:  To provide information on the Cash for Trash Program (CFT) 
FACTS:

1.  Fort Sill Recycle has an incentive based program designed to encourage recycling called Cash for Trash (CFT).  The CFT program supplements the unit funds with monetary credit awarded for recyclables turned in to the Recycle Center.  The program highlights are as follows:

a. The organization delivers recyclable materials to the Recycle Center. 

b. Recycle Center determines weight, processes materials, administers record keeping, and
 provides input to MWR unit fund custodian.

c. MWR Custodian credits unit funds with monthly monetary accrual.

d. Recyclable materials equate to a point system.  Each point equals $0.01.

e. Unit receives monetary credit monthly above their normal unit funding.

f. Funds may be used same as unit funding.  Unit funds are for the benefit of all permanent 
party Soldiers for off- duty recreational purposes in accordance with the rules and regulations for the use of Non-Appropriated funds (AR 215-1).
2.  On 1 March 2005, the incentive program was expanded to recognize and encourage Directorates, non permanent party Active Duty, Separate Units, Tenant organizations, Contractors (who maintain an office on Fort Sill) and others.  The expanded CFT program remains the same as the existing CFT program for items 1a thru 1e as listed above.  Changes are as follows:
a. The organization receives monetary credit monthly in the form of MWR recreation 
dollars. 

b. Funds may be used in MWR Catagory C facilities such as bowling, picnics at Lake Elmer 
Thomas Recreation Area (LETRA), golf or catered events.

3.  The CFT program is a continuation of an original program developed under DPW.  The old program awarded credit towards U-Do-It projects.  Under MWR, the current CFT program was developed and resourced with Single Fund (NAF) dollars.
