MEMORANDUM FOR  RECORD

SUBJECT:  Briefs / documentation for air movement

1.  This memorandum is to certify that all personnel boarding the aircraft have received the following briefings and have been briefed to the current Threat level of Threatcon Alpha.   

Anti-Hijacking Brief: 

    1.  It is a federal crime to:

        a.  Carry concealed weapons aboard aircraft.

        b.  Interfere with flight crews (including flight attendants).

        c.  Transport explosives aboard aircraft.

        d.  Attempt to seize or actually seize aircraft by threats, force or violence.

        e.  Possess or use narcotic drugs, including marijuana, aboard the aircraft.

        f.  Convey false information concerning the above criminal acts.

    2.  PLCs must also address the following subject areas in the passenger briefing:

        a.  Prohibited items, such as black powder, blasting caps, detonating fuses, dynamite, explosive projectiles, flares, unauthorized ammunition, or any other explosive.  Also included are visible refillable fuel and butane lighters.

        b.  Contraband and the consequences of transporting contraband items.

        c.  Safety procedures while boarding and restrictions on smoking.

        d.  All passengers are subject to search under federal laws.

        e.  Personal knives with blades over 3" may not be carried in the passenger compartment of the aircraft.  Planeload Commanders will secure all oversize knives before boarding the aircraft.

        f.  Caustic or corrosive materials must be transported IAW provisions of TM 38-250, AFR 71-4, CFR 49, and the International Air Transport Association’s Dangerous Goods Regulations.

Air Deployment Safety Brief

1.  Safety is a very important consideration in any airlift movement.  Injuries to personnel, damage to equipment and aircraft will have a detrimental effect on the overall mission objective.  Prior to any airlift operation, it is imperative that all personnel be briefed on the hazards present at the airfield.

2.  Flight Line Safety:  The flight line is an extremely dangerous area, especially when personnel involved with an air movement are unfamiliar with SOPs.  Some rules to keep in mind are:

    a.  Aircraft have the right of way over motor vehicles.  Yield or move out of the way.

    b.  Smoking is permitted only in designated smoking areas in and around the Main Terminal.

    c.  All personnel with a need to be on the flight line must have hearing protection on at all times.  Noise from aircraft engines and ground support equipment will damage your hearing with very little exposure.

    d.  Aircraft engines and ground support equipment can emit hot exhaust for a great distance.  Be aware of your location on the flight line, and the location of aircraft that are preparing to start, or are in the process of taxiing.

    e.  Be careful when in the vicinity of operating aircraft engines.  There is a propeller hazard when working near C-130s and an ingestion hazard around C-141, C-5 and KC-10 aircraft.  Lawton Municipal Airport restricts the wear of headgear on the flight line in order to prevent damage to aircraft engines.

    f.  Speed limits:

        (1)  On the aircraft parking ramp:  15 mph.

        (2)  Within 25 feet of any aircraft: 5 mph.

        (3)  Inside the aircraft: Extremely slow/cautious.

    g.  Never sit or lie on the aircraft parking ramp.

    h.  When in a vehicle at night, avoid directing headlights at taxiing aircraft.  Use emergency flashers when you park the vehicle.

3.  The Circle of Safety:  The circle of safety is an imaginary boundary surrounding the aircraft when it is parked.  It extends 10 feet from the nose, tail and wingtips of the aircraft.  Vehicles, unless they are to be loaded on the aircraft, will remain outside the circle of safety at all times.

4.  Vehicle Parking Rules:

    a.  Park your vehicle so that it is parallel to the aircraft's wings.

    b.  The driver's side of the vehicle should be toward the aircraft.

    c.  If you must leave the vehicle momentarily:

        (1)  Leave keys in the ignition/steering unlocked.

        (2)  Automatic transmission, leave in park with engine off.

    d.  Set the parking (emergency) brake.

    e.  Use emergency flashers or parking lights during all hours of operation.

5.  Loading Safety:

    a.  Never approach an aircraft for loading or offloading, until cleared to do so by the aircrew loadmaster of the Air Force mobilization asset planning system supervisor.

    b.  Do not wear finger rings while loading or unloading an aircraft.

    c.  All load team members will wear the standard military work gloves.

    d.  Do not walk between, behind or in front of vehicles being loaded into an aircraft.

    e.  Vehicle drivers will not attempt to judge clearances themselves.  Load masters will guide when moving a vehicle inside the aircraft, or within the circle of safety.

    f.  All safety chains, brake lines, and electrical cables between a prime mover and its trailer will be connected prior to loading/offloading.

    g.  Trailer "third wheels" must be secured prior to loading / offloading.

    h.  No equipment (tiedown devices, chains, chalks, etc) will be thrown in the aircraft.

    i.  Vehicle drivers will remain in their vehicles until one chain has been applied forward and aft on the vehicle.

    j.  Unless your services are required for steering an item, or judging clearances, leave the cargo compartment during winching operations.

6.  Offloading/Destination Safety:  In addition to the rules outlined above, the following apply during download operations:

    a.  Passengers will deplane before cargo, if the cargo permits.

    b.  Do not remove any cargo restraints until the driver is in place and you have been given clearance by the aircraft loadmaster.

    c.  During engine running offloads (EROs), passengers and cargo items will exit the aircraft, maintaining the distances below:

        (1)  C-5:  Straight out the front of aircraft for a minimum of 150 feet.

        (2)  C-130/C-141:  Straight out rear of aircraft for a minimum of 50 feet.
