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DRMO Withdrawal Changes

1.
Effective 3 April 2002 customers will be charged for items withdrawn from DRMO.  This is IAW current Army policies and regulations.  Please note this is Department of Army policy and not a Fort Sill policy.

2.
Activities will be charged for withdrawing from DRMO to ensure the Army Stock Fund recoups part of the loss incurred from disposal of materiel to DRMO and to maintain required controls to preclude possible fraud, waste, and abuse.  In summary these are the conditions in which material withdrawn will be charged to you:


a.
If the Condition Code (CC) assigned to the materiel is A or B, a charge to the customer will be 100 percent of standard price.


Note:  Exception for condition B clothing and textile items, charges will be at 50 percent of standard price.


b.
If the CC assigned is other than A, B, or H and the materiel is unserviceable, a charge for the materiel will be at a reduced rate, equal to the rate of credit the ARMY Stock Fund would grant the customer if the materiel was not retained for reissue.


c.
If the CC assigned is H, this materiel can be free issued.

Shipment of 2nd POV
1.
Numerous e-mails and telephone inquiries regarding the “new entitlement to ship a POV in-CONUS in lieu of driving a second POV.”  The following information is provided to clarify several issues raised by the incomplete news articles.

2.
The 2002 National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA) contains language that adds the following sentence to title 10, section 2634 which is the authority to ship POVs.  The specific section pertaining to in-CONUS Shipments may be amended to include “the secretary concerned determines that it is advantageous and cost effective to the United States for one motor vehicle of the member to be transported between the permanent duty stations.”

3.
It is important to understand that POV shipments are defined as “discretionary laws.”  Wording in a discretionary law contains the permissive auxiliary verb “may.”  This means the secretary concerned may do something, in lieu of non-discretionary laws, which contain the auxiliary verb “shall.”  The Services try to implement discretionary laws that will benefit the member and are affordable.

4.
The wording of this law states that it must be advantageous and cost effective.  This is where there may be some difficulty in implementing this entitlement.  The Government costs may not be more than had the vehicle been driven.

5.
The Joint Federal Travel Regulations contains the basic statutory regulations concerning official travel and transportation of members of the Uniformed Services.  The Military Advisory Panel (MAP) are representatives from the DOD services, USCG, NOAA and USPHS who are chartered to write the JFTR.  The MAP is working diligently to implementing the new laws contained in the 2002 NDAA.  Once they and the lawyers reach consensus, the language is forwarded to the Principles of each Service for signature.  Upon receipt of all signatures the language may be entered into the next change to the JFTR.  Until the language is contained in the JFTR, the entitlement does not exist.

6.
What has been omitted in the news media articles is that implementing regulations must be published and when published will have effective dates for the entitlement to commence.  Until then, the entitlement to ship a POV in CONUS may be approved when:


a.
the member is physically unable to drive, or


b.
there is insufficient time for the member to drive and report to the new PDS as ordered.
