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DOL Fuel Facility
Converting from LS2 Diesel Fuel to BioDiesel-B20 Fuel
1.
In April 2004, the POL facility will be converting diesel fuel from LS2 diesel to BioDiesel-B20 to meet the Federal Mandated Goal of 20% of fleet utilizing alternative fuels by 2005.  Biodiesel is the name of a clean burning alternative fuel, produced from domestic, renewable resources.  Biodiesel contains no petroleum, but it can be blended at any level with petroleum diesel to create a biodiesel blend.  It can be used in compression-ignition (diesel) engines with little or no modifications.  Biodiesel is simple to use, biodegradable, nontoxic, and essentially free of sulfur and aromatics.  Biodiesel is registered as a fuel and fuel additive with the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and meets clean diesel standards established by the California Air Resources Board (CARB).

Biodiesel can be operated in any diesel engine with little or no modification to the engine or the fuel system.  Biodiesel has a solvent effect that may release deposits accumulated on fuel tank walls and fuel lines from previous diesel fuel storage.  The release of deposits may clog filters initially and precautions should be taken.  You might have to change your filters after the first or second load of biodiesel until old LS2 diesel is completely purged from your fuel tank walls and fuel lines.

Biodiesel is the only alternative fuel to have fully completed the health effects testing requirements of the Clean Air Act.  The use of biodiesel in a conventional diesel engine results in substantial reduction of unburned hydrocarbons, carbon monoxide, and particulate matter compared to emissions from diesel fuel.  In addition, the exhaust emissions of sulfur oxides and sulfates (major components of acid rain) from biodiesel are essentially eliminated compared to diesel.

The introduction of B20 directly supports the Energy Policy Act and Executive Order 13149, which mandates a 20% reduction in petroleum fuel use for transportation by 2005.

Important Reminder:  GSA issued fuel keys are not to be used to obtain fuel for gas cans.  Your GSA fuel key is to be used for refueling your GSA vehicle only.  If a fuel key is required for gas cans, please contact your PBO.  PBO’s can contact Fuel Technician at 442-3721 for issue of fuel keys.
