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Single Stock Fund Milestone 3

Supply Brownout Period

1.
The Department of the Army is currently developing software, procedures and processes to field Milestone 3 (MS3) throughout the Army.  The VCSA’s Campaign Plan directs under MS3 to capitalize all O&M stock (secondary items) above the Prescribed Load List (PLL) and shop stock level and provide visibility to the National Manager.

2.
The Army will start converting to MS3 during the Verification of Initial Operating Capability (VIOC) Test at Fort Hood, Texas, which is scheduled for June – August 2002.  Upon successful completion of VIOC, the Army will start implementing the remainder of the active Army and the Guard.  

3.
Fort Sill SARSS-1s are connected to the Fort Hood CTASC, and as a result must also participate in this conversion on a limited basis.  O&M assets will not be capitalized at this time, however, system change packages affecting Milestone 3 implementation will need to be installed.  As a result there will be a brownout period for DOL Supply.  A brownout period refers to the point in time where DOL Supply will not accept customer requisitions.  The VIOC dates have been pushed back 30 days from the initial date listed in previous Billboard editions.  As a result the brownout dates have changed. Please refer to the dates, specific procedures and points of contact listed below.

Brownout – 19 June 2002 will be the last date to process requests for issue until the SSF MS3 change package has been implemented and the Fort Hood conversion is complete.  TRADOC high priority (01-03) and NMCS walk-thrus will be accepted with Material Storage Branch Supervisory approval.  FORSCOM high priority (01-03) and NMCS walk-thrus will be accepted with 19th Mato approval.  See points of contact listed below:
