Single Stock Fund Milestone 3

Supply Brownout Period

1.
The Department of the Army is currently developing software, procedures and processes to field Milestone 3 (MS3) throughout the Army.  The VCSA’s Campaign Plan directs under MS3 to capitalize all O&M stock (secondary items) above the Prescribed Load List (PLL) and shop stock level and provide visibility to the National Manager.

2.
Fort Sill will be converting to MS3 during the end of Nov – Dec 2002.  O&M assets will be capitalized at this time.  As a result there will be a brownout and blackout period for DOL Supply.  A brownout period refers to the point in time where DOL Supply will not accept customer requisitions.  A blackout period refers to the point in time where DOL Supply will not accept customer turn-ins.   Please refer to the dates, specific procedures and points of contact listed below.

3.  Blackout/Brownout dates are as follows:


a.   FORSCOM Blackout – 7 November 2002 will be the last date for customers to turn-in items to 226th and 588th.  13 November 2002 will be the last date for 226th and 588th to bring items for turn-in to Material Storage, Building 2243.  Items received after this date will be held for processing until 2 Dec 02.


b.   TRADOC Blackout – 19 November 2002 will be the last date for customers to bring items for turn-in to Material Storage, Building 2243.  Items received after this date will be held for processing until 2 Dec 02.


c.   Brownout – 19 November 2002 will be the last date to process requests for issue until the SSF MS3 has been fully implemented at Fort Sill.  TRADOC high priority (01-03) and NMCS walk-thrus will be accepted with Material Storage Branch Supervisory approval.  FORSCOM high priority (01-03) and NMCS walk-thrus will be accepted with 19th Mato approval.  See points of contact listed below:

FORSCOM RIC WRJ and WRK Walk-thrus:  19th Mato, 2-6132, Bldg 3386.  Customers should hand carry their 2765-1s to Bldg 3386.

TRADOC Emergency, Mission-Essential Call-in:  SARSS Supply Technician, 2-3721, Bldg 1655, 2nd Floor.  Customers should hand carry their 2765-1s to Bldg 1655.

FORSCOM Emergency, Mission Essential Call-in:  19th Mato, 2-6132, Bldg 3386.  Customers should hand carry their 2765-1s to Bldg 3386.
