AUTHORIZATION DOCUMENTS





A-1  The following are documents that authorize the majority of equipment required by USAFACFS units, organizations, or activities.





        a.  Table of Distribution Allowances (TDA):  The TDA authorizes selected items which are mission oriented and considered essential for the organization to accomplish it's assigned mission.  Any request for addition or deletion of equipment, to include reduction of authorized quantities, must be submitted on DA Form 4610-R or DA Form 2028.  The DA Form 4610-R or DA Form 2028 is prepared by the organization requesting the change.  Completed forms are submitted through command channels to the Directorate of Resource Management (DRM).  DRM forwards approved changes, annotated with implementation data to the CIPB Officer, USAFACFS.


 


    b.  Common Table of Allowances (CTA):  These publications service as the authorization for equipment commonly required by all units, organizations, or activities. Being listed in a CTA it does not automatically grant authorization to request the item.  Items may be restricted to specific units, organizations, or activities.  Only equipment that is essential to accomplish the assigned mission should be requested.





          1.  CTA 50-900 Personal Clothing, Supplemental Clothing Allowances and Organizational Clothing and Individual Equipment (OCIE).





          2.  CTA 50-909:  Field and Garrison Furnishings and Equipment.  Generally equipment is authorized by specific LIN and in specific quantities for each organization, unit, or activity.  


 


          3.  CTA 50-970:  Expendable/Durable Items (Except Medical, CLass V, Repair Parts and Heraldic Items).  Expendable and durable supplies with general purpose applications.  





           4.  CTA 8-100:  Army Medical Department Expendable/Durable Items.  This CTA provides the authorization for non-medical units and organizations.  








    c.  Army Regulations:  Army Regulations authorize the use and retention of specific equipment.  They provide guidelines and general information or other reference material that may authorize equipment.
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    d.  Technical Manuals:  Technical Manuals generally serve as authorization for procurement or replacement of components to an end item of equipment which is already authorized to the unit, activity, or organization.





    e.  Department of the Army Letter Authority can serve as interim authorization to procure equipment prior to TDA documentation.





    f.  FS FORM 1231:  The Installation Commander (USAFACFS) may approve non-controlled, standard or commercial equipment within specific monetary limits for acquisition.  Requests are submitted on Ft. Sill Form 1231.  Preparation of the FS Form 1231 is the responsibility of the unit, organization or activity desiring the equipment.  The FS Form 1231 will be forwarded to Commander, USAFACFS. ATTN: ATZR-RM, for final action.





         1.  The approved FS Form 1231 serves as authorization for the item and must be retained on file by the Accountable Officer.  The requesting unit/organization will also retain a file copy.





         2.  FS Form 1231 is a 1 time authorization to procure and retain equipment.  Subsequent addition or replacement of equipment may require submission of a new FS Form 1231 or addition to the TDA or appropriate CTA.
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
