CHAPTER 7

HAZARDOUS MATERIAL MANAGEMENT PROGRAM

6 – 1.  Purpose:  Army manages are to control hazardous materials so as to minimize hazards to public health and damage to the environment.  Army policy is to establish and maintain a proactive program and implement procedures to preclude or reduce the use of, and the toxicity level in, hazardous materials being used.  AR 77-141, AR 200-1, AR 710-2 and DA Pamphlet 710-2-1 provide additional information and guidance of the Army Hazardous Material Management Program.

6 – 2.  Materials for Daily Operations:  Units, activities and organizations will maintain the minimum amount necessary to accomplish their assigned mission.  Users of hazardous material will maintain a copy of the installation/MACOM Hazardous Material Safety Data Sheet (MSD) for each type of hazardous material on hand or stocked.

6 – 3.  Request for Issue of Hazardous Material:  Prepare a DA Form 2765-1, Request for Issue, IAW DA Pamphlet 710-2-1 and this SOP.  Requests for Hazardous material will be processed through normal supply channels.

6 – 4.  Request for Turn In of Hazardous Material:  Units, activities and organizations are to contact the Material and Waste Management Branch, 2592 Currie Road, for specific guidance and assistance in preparing documentation for turn in.  Hazardous material will be turned in suing an expendable document number.
