CHAPTER 8

COMMAND SUPPLY DISCIPLINE PROGRAM

8 – 1.  Purpose:  The Command Supply Discipline Program (CSDP) is a Commander’s program directed at eliminating non-compliance with supply regulations.  When implemented as outlined in Appendix B, AR 710-2 and AR 735-5, the CSDP assists commanders at all levels by making them aware of existing supply conditions in their command.  USAFACFS Regulation 725-1 provides continued emphasis on the importance of the continuing installation CSDP.

a. The CSDP is not to be used solely as an inspection program.  

b. Use the program to monitor performance and evaluate compliance.

c. The end result of an unbiased CSDP factually informs the commander of 

existing supply problems so the chain of command can initiate corrective action.

8 – 2.  Enforcement of the CSDP:  Supply discipline does not lend itself to infrequent emphasis.  Enforcing supply discipline and compliance with regulatory requirements demands constant command emphasis.  Commanders and Supervisors must routinely adhere to CSDP procedures and foster supply discipline at all levels.  

a. Supply discipline is accomplished through a combination of leadership,

command emphasis, training, administrative and disciplinary measures.

b. Unit supply discipline and CSDP compliance is fostered by pro-active and not 

reactive measures.

8 – 3.  Responsibilities:  Commanders and supervisors at all levels are responsible for establishing and fostering a viable CSDP within their respective units, activities or organizations.
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
