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Conditions: Given target, observer location, a map with an observed fire (OF) fan, a terrain sketch (withleft and right limits, and known points), artillery binoculars, signal operating instructions (SOI), and communications with the fire direction center (FDC).

Standards: Engage a target by completing a call for fire within 45 seconds (55 seconds with digital) of target identification. Enter fire for effect within 50 meters of the target.

Performance Steps


1.
Transmit the complete call for fire, in the proper sequence, within 45 seconds (55 seconds with digital) of target identification.


2.
Transmit target location within 250 meters of the actual target location.


3.
Determine and transmit the observer-target (OT) direction with or before the first correction.


4.
Determine the OT factor.

Note:  Scorer must ask for the OT factor.


5.
Transmit each subsequent correction within 10 seconds of the high explosive (HE) burst.


6.
Determine and transmit range and deviation corrections.


7.
Enter fire for effect (FFE) after splitting the appropriate range bracket.


8.
Transmit refinement data, end of mission, and observed effects.

Evaluation Preparation:  Setup:  Ensure that  a target is readily identifiable to the soldier and the equipment listed in the conditions is present and operational.  The evaluator must know the grid location, direction, and distance to the target that will be used.  Brief Soldier:  Identify the target to the soldier.  Tell the soldier to determine the location of the target by using the shift from the known point method of target location.Note:  Ensure that the tested soldier understands exactly what is expected of him, but do not help him in any way.
