Conditions:	Given targets, observer location, a map with and OF fan, a terrain sketch (with CRP, L & R limits, known points), artillery binoculars, a target list, an SOI, communications with FDC.





Standards:	Correctly request fire on a planned target or target of opportunity within 25 seconds.








Performance Steps





1.	Locate the targets within 150 (six digit grid) meters of the actual target location.





2.	Prepare and transmit the call for fire.





3.	Complete the call for fire within 25 seconds of target identification.





4.	Transmit final refinement data, end of mission, and the effects


observed.





5.	Determine and transmit data to neutralize target if neutralization is desired.

Evaluation Preparation: Setup: Ensure that all the equipment is available, serviceable and ready for use.  Use the reference and the evaluation guide to score the soldier's performance. Brief Soldier: Tell the soldier what he is required to do IAW the task conditions and standard.
