SUBJECT:  2004 Ethics Training Plan

1.  The Acting Secretary of the Army has ordered that all Soldiers and Department of the Army civilians participate in face-to-face ethics training during calendar year 2004 (Encl. 1).  I hold commanders responsible for the ethical climate in their units.  Commanders and supervisors will comply with the Acting Secretary’s mandate.  Online training courses will not meet this year’s requirement.   

2.  Commanders of units and tenant activities with an assigned trial counsel will put this training on their training schedules as soon as possible.  Trial counsel have been designated as Ethics Counselors for the purpose of providing this training.  Contact numbers and jurisdictions of assigned trial counsel are at Enclosure 2.  Commanders will schedule a time and place for the training and coordinate with their trial counsel to provide the training.  Due to the large numbers of personnel to be trained, commanders should seek to train in battalion-sized groups. 

3.  Directorates, tenants and civilian employees not assigned to units with a local trial counsel, and personnel who miss their unit’s scheduled ethics training will attend training at 0900 or 1030 at the Sheridan Theatre on one of the following days: 7 June, 28 June, 12 July, 26 July, 2 Aug, 16 Aug, 30 Aug, 13 Sep, 27 Sep, 4 Oct, 18 Oct, 1 Nov, 15 Nov, 6 Dec or 20 Dec.

4.  TRADOC has directed that Initial Ethics Training for new Soldiers at the Field Artillery School and the Artillery Training Center will continue to be taught in the same manner as before.  The AC, USAFAS, will ensure that incoming students receive one hour of initial entry training in their Initial Entry Training or Officer Basic Course.  Those students will receive their face-to-face training at their first permanent duty station. 

5.  Commanders and Directorate Heads will ensure all Soldiers and civilians under their command and supervision complete the required training this calendar year.  This includes permanent party arrivals and new civilian hires who arrive before year-end.

6.  Tenant and satellite activities connected with Fort Sill should contact their higher headquarters regarding funding for any subordinate commands not located in the local area.  Personnel at ROTC commands, recruiting battalions, depots, arsenals, etc., in this region may attend the scheduled ethics training at Fort Sill.  I also will authorize TDY for an Ethics Counselor to provide training at remote locations, provided the responsible MACOM agrees to fund the travel.
