Q:
Can we make Motorcycle parking available on the East Side of Bldg 4700?

A:
Motorcycle parking is already available on the west and east side.

FMWR currently has an outdoor skating rink located in the 600 area.   Skates are available for checkout through MWR.   MWR has done a customer needs assessment and it was suggested we build an indoor skating rink adjacent to our new youth center which is programmed for FY11.   A feasibility study for a skating rink has not been accomplished at this time.  The availability of Non Appropriated Funds for Major Construction will drive the funding of both a feasibility study and possible bid.  The project is listed within MWR’s strategic plan.

Q: 
CDC rates are very high, especially for dual-military.
A:     
The Military Child Care Act requires Department of Defense to establish consistency in child care fees, thus the total family income is used to set CDC rates our families pay.  All patrons using Army Child Care pay a reduced rate based on the services provided.  The average cost to care for a child full time in Army CDCs is $8-10K per year.  This cost is a combination of parental fees and congressional appropriated support.  To get NACRA subsidies for off-post facilities, a statement of non-availability from CDC is required and available through Child, Youth and School Services.
Q: 
Are caregivers trained in sign language?

A:
Not all caregivers are trained in sign language but programs that have special needs children such as those that are deaf are enrolled in facilities that have properly trained caregivers, including ones trained in sign language.  This is accomplished through a Special Needs Assessment and an approved care plan between the parents and the Child, Youth and School Services team.

MWR facilities (especially Gyms) are overcrowded.  Can MWR enforce eligibility standards?

Yes.  In fact, all managers have been counseled on the procedures to properly scan the ID cards for all patrons accessing the facility to insure authorization.  Gymnasiums are available for Active Duty Military, Department of the Army Civilians, and retirees only.  This policy continues to be enforced.  
Q:
Evacuation Plan at Bldg 4700 needs review

A:
A Fire Evacuation Plan was published and distributed to every office in B4700.  Once published, an Evacuation drill was conducted last week with Fire and Safety over site to ensure the evacuation plan was effective.  Evacuation routes and assemble points were designated for each office to ensure the building could be evacuated in a timely manner and personnel accountability could be achieved.

A:
 Yes.  Looked at a mile at a time but that would make the construction take twice as long as shutting it all down at once.  Best time to do it is right now.  The 3 mile track will be the most diversely used exercise area, track will be widened for use by cyclists, too.  Kudos to DPW for bridges and culverts they have put in place.

Are Sidewalks planned for Ft. Sill Blvd?  

A:
Yes, this year is called the year of sidewalks and accessibility. COL Lacey’s plan is once you enter post through any main gate you will be able to walk directly to any other gate and never step on dirt.  Oklahoma is 49th state for obesity.  Also, MG Halverson is working on accessibility for disabled persons.

 Status of CHIP review to offer program more than once during career. 

 A: 
CPAC is reviewing CHIP to find out if there are exceptions to the 6 months (e.g. if employees had to abort during the 6 months ).  Decreased manpower with same requirements has resulted in increased stress.  Safety office just briefed increased work accidents, linked to increased stress.

 We have heard nothing from IMCOM.  To downsize IMCOM did Vera and VSIP but only 20% of the positions were approved.

Glitch with GFEBS software, does not roll over nightly so we have to manually do time cards in AATAPS.

The installation GFEBS contact team is aware of the issues and working it.

Q:
We have IDPs but no training $$$.  

A:
 IMCOM budget numbers have arrived for a spend plan, budgets will be managed by directorates, money saved by directorates can be used for training TDY.  IMCOM has centrally funded online training, Ft. Belvoir has classes (CES), Jim Durette at DHR (2-0147) has list of online courses you can take.  15 November is the spend plan due date.
