ARFOR joint TARGETING tasks

This section lists the Army joint fires tasks that an ASCC, corps or division are required to perform when tasked as an ARFOR.  These tasks, derived from the operational UJTL, describe in broad terms the intelligence, firepower and C2 tasks that must be performed by the assigned headquarters.  The three categories below characterize the scope and level of the unit’s involvement in the performance of these tasks at the operational level of war necessary for the land force to support/conduct campaigns and major operations.
