Club off-limits 
Maj. Gen. Mark McDonald, Fires Center of Excellence and Fort Sill commanding general, has placed the 
Platinum Gentlemen's Club, 12402 Old Cache Road, Lawton, off-limits.

limits regardless of the establishment's name, management or ownership. The order will remain in effect 
until further notice. Regulations permit the Platinum Gentlemen's Club to appeal the off-limits declaration 
at any time.

Water repairs

post are determined by the levels of Lake Lawtonka, Lake Ellsworth and Waurika Lake, which serve as 
reservoirs for Lawton.

More road work 

 Hirsch Road and a portion of Hunt Road reconstruction from Sheridan Road west to Hirsch Road 
is scheduled to continue until May 15.  Phase 1 includes Hunt Road to the north side of the 

intersection of Hirsch and Searight roads. One lane on Hirsch Road will remain open to traffic at all 
times during construction, flag people or pilot vehicles will direct traffic on Hirsch. Hunt Road from 
Sheridan to Hirsch will be closed to all traffic during construction. Officials expect to reopen this 
section in February, weather permitting. Phase 2 will work the remainder of Hirsch Road from 
Searight north to Gatley Road. Drivers can expect rough and uneven driving surfaces. Pilot vehicles 
or flaggers will also direct traffic during this phase. Drivers are encouraged to find alternate routes, 
obey flaggers or pilot vehicles and posted speed limits. Watch out for construction workers and yield 
for their safety.

 Mow-Way Road expansion work is under way to widen it to four lanes from Sheridan Road to 
Cubbison Road, just past the 31st Air Defense Artillery headquarters. This is a yearlong project. A 

short segment of Burrill Road from Bldg. 3354 (1-17th FA motor pool) to Bldg. 3386 (100th BSB 
maintenance) is closed for replacement. The project will last through April 2014. Barricades are in 
place to redirect motorists.

Transition assist 

The Army Career and Alumni Program (ACAP) is a congressionally mandated transition program for all 
Soldiers who have served at least 180 consecutive days active duty. Prospective retirees can begin 
ACAP at two years prior to retirement; Soldiers who are leaving the Army are required to start the 
program no later than 12 months from their expiration term of service date. All chapters and Soldiers 
going through medical or physical evaluation boards need to start the program immediately.   
The Veterans Opportunity to Work to Hire Heroes Act, implemented Nov. 21, 2012, requires 
mandatory ACAP pre-separation counseling, a Veteran Affairs briefing and a Department of Labor 

employment workshop for all Soldiers. Pre-separation briefings can be scheduled by calling 442-

Maj. Gen. Mark McDonald, Fires Center of Excellence and Fort Sill commanding general, has placed the 
following Lawton businesses off limits to all military personnel: Zag Man's Interesting Gifts, Half Price 
Novelties, Chiefs Smokin' Icehouse, The Other Place, East Side Smoke Shop, Qwik-N-Go, Puff 'n Stuff, 
and Lynn's Books, Body Jewelry, Etc. These businesses were placed off limits to protect the health, 
safety, morale, welfare and discipline of service members. The order applies to all military personnel 
assigned to, attached to or in a temporary duty status at military units or installations in Oklahoma, 
Arkansas and north Texas. Soldiers, Marines, airmen and sailors who violate the order may be subject 
to disciplinary actions under the Uniform Code of Military Justice. 
 
Retreat honors

Drug testing 

The Department of Defense Forensic Toxicology Drug Testing Laboratories will now add four 
prescription drugs to the rotational drug testing panel for Soldiers. Every specimen collected will be 
tested for marijuana, cocaine, amphetamines (including methamphetamines, MDMA (ecstasy), MDA, 
and MDEA), heroin, and from one to four other drugs. The additional drugs will be chosen on a rotational 
basis from a group that includes opiates (morphine and codeine), PCP, oxycodone/oxymorphone 
(commonly known as OxyContin), hydrocodone/ hydromorphone and selected benzodiazepines 
prescription drugs (lorazepam, nordazepam, oxazepam, temazepam, and a-hydroxy-alprazolam).
