ADEQUATE OFF-POST HOUSING FOR JUNIOR ENLISTED SOLDIERS


(PRIVATE - SERGEANT)





1.  PURPOSE.  To set procedures for commanders to check living condition of junior enlisted soldiers.





2.  RESPONSIBILITIES.  Commanders will--





    a.  Require all new soldiers to report to the Installation Community Homefinding, Relocation and Referral Services (CHRRS) Office, Building 5676.





    b.  Require unit noncommissioned officers (staff sergeant or above) conduct mandatory inspections of off-post housing units selected by personnel in ranks private through sergeant.  Inspection require the use of Fort Sill Form 624 (Checklist for Housing Adequacy Off-Post Rental Commuting Area) (figure 1).





    c.  Review and approve Fort Sill Form 624 and submit to CHRRS.
