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l.  PURPOSE.  This regulation outlines policies and administrative procedures required to obtain a Transportation License and operate vehicles for hire within the Fort Sill Military Reservation.

3.  GENERAL. 





    a.  Before a company is authorized to operate on the installation it must comply with the following:

*This regulation supersedes USAFACFS Regulation 55-1, 4 March 1992
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    (1)  Obtain operating permits as required by the City of Lawton, Oklahoma; the Oklahoma Corporation Commission; the Interstate Commerce Commission; and any permits or franchise rights as may be required by any municipality, singularly or in combination, in the particular area of operation.  





    (2)  Register vehicles on the installation. (Reports Control Requirement is exempt reference AR 335-15 paragraph 4-1b.)





    (a)  To apply for registration of vehicles at Fort Sill, the company or the individual operator/owner will comply with requirements as outlined in USAFACFS Supplement 1 to AR 190-5.  That information and the following will be submitted together:





    (1)  Proof of minimum public insurance will be in accordance with Lawton City Charter, Article 1, General provisions, section 7-101 and 7-102; and pertinent state statutes governing public carrier insurance.





    (2)  Proof of vehicle ownership.





    (3)  A valid Oklahoma title.





    (4)  A Lawton, Oklahoma taxicab permit (Taxicabs only).





    (5)  A valid Oklahoma Commercial/Chauffeurs license prior to 1 April 1992 and appropriately classed/endorsed Oklahoma drivers license after 1 April 1992.





    (6)  Obtain a Transportation License from the Transportation Officer in accordance with the provisions of AR 405-80.





    b.  A vehicle safety inspection must be satisfactorily completed to meet requirements set forth in USAFACFS Supplement 1 to AR 190-5.





    c.  After vehicle registration requirements are satisfied, each vehicle is issued one Fort Sill vehicle registration decal.  The registration decal will be displayed on the top center of the windshield, outside center front or on the front bumper on the lower left front side.





    d.  Owners and operators will become familiar with this regulation and a copy will be carried in each taxicab/bus operating on this installation and will be made available to passengers upon request.





4.  ISSUANCE OF THE TRANSPORTATION LICENSE.





    a.   Annually, the Transportation Officer will hold a meeting with the taxicab/bus company owners to discuss any problems or changes for the upcoming year.  Each taxicab/bus company holding a Transportation License will be notified by letter of the time and date of this meeting.  The following will be brought to this meeting:
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    (1)  A list of all taxicabs/busses that will be operating on Fort Sill showing the make, model, year, Oklahoma Tag number, Fort Sill decal number and expiration date.  A copy of this list will be provided to the Law Enforcement Command, ATTN: Admin Branch, by the Transportation Office.





    (2)  Certification that all vehicles have the required Lawton, Oklahoma taxicab permit (taxicabs only), and up to date safety inspections.                                                           


    (3)  Proof of minimum public liability insurance of not less than $10,000 because of bodily injury to or death of one person in any one accident and, subject to said limit for one person, $20,000 because of bodily injury to or death of two or more persons in any one accident, and $10,000 because of any injury to or destruction of property of others in any one accident.  In lieu of liability insurance, the owner or operator of any taxicab or taxicab business may, at his/her option, make a minimum indemnity deposit or bond with the City of Lawton in the amount set out in the bond schedule.  The deposit shall cover and 


include all taxicabs authorized to operate on Fort Sill.  A bond or indemnity deposit schedule should show the amount of bond or indemnity deposit required for each taxicab company and/or individual taxicab. The indemnity deposit or bond will be in accordance to the City of Lawton Ordinance 272, section 20-10.


                                    


    (4)  A letter from the company listing all operators, and certifying that each individual is physically qualified, is familiar with Fort Sill traffic rules and regulations, and is familiar with the regulations governing vehicle operations on post.  This letter will include the type of license held and license number.  This list will be kept current throughout the year.





    (5)  Certification that all drivers have a valid Oklahoma drivers license appropriate for the vehicle being operated.





    (6)  Proof of favorable character reference effected by the Lawton Police Department and Comanche County Sheriff's Department.  Indication of registration with the above for identification is not sufficient in itself.





    (7)  The employment of active duty military personnel or civilian Government employees requires written consent of the proper military/civilian authority.  Documentary proof of consent of the proper authority for outside employment must be furnished.





    (8)  New employees will not be permitted to operate on Fort Sill until the above requirements have been met.


     


    b.  Upon favorable review of the above documents, the Transportation Officer will issue the Transportation License authorizing the company to operate on Fort Sill.  The License will be valid for 1 year from the date of issue and may be withdrawn by the Transportation Officer at any time without recourse.
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5.  COMPLAINTS.





    a.  Complaints about vehicle operation should be made to the Military Police or the Installation Transportation Officer.





    b.  Reports of complaints involving the Transportation License or overcharging should be directed to the Transportation Officer.





6.  VEHICLE OPERATIONS.


                                                                


    a.  Drivers will remain with their vehicles while on post except when assisting passengers with heavy luggage or bundles to/from barracks, offices, or quarters.





    b.  While on post, vehicle drivers will comply with USAFACFS Supplement 1 to AR 190-5 and applicable State Laws.





    c.  Taxicabs carrying no more than nine passengers (Oklahoma Statutes 1991, sections 1-174 and 1134, as amended) are authorized to operate on Fort Sill.  The rated personnel carrying capacity specified by the vehicle manufacturer will not be exceeded.  For example, a six passenger sedan will transport no more than the driver and five customers at one time.  At no time will more than two passengers be carried in the front seat of any taxicab.





    d.  Vehicle drivers will make sure that passengers acquired from multiple stops do not annoy other passengers.  Unruly passengers will not be transported to the destination if oral warning from the driver fails to correct the annoying actions.





    e.  Accidents involving vehicles on post will be reported promptly to the Military Police.  Except for injured persons, personnel in vehicles involved and eye witnesses will remain at the scene of the accident until the investigation is completed with the exception of one person who will, if necessary, go to the nearest telephone and make the call to the authorities.





    f.  Taxicabs may be flagged by a patron requesting taxi service as long as the flagging does not result in a delay or interruption of the normal flow of traffic.  Flagging is condoned as a service to military patrons and should not be confused with soliciting or cruising for fare.





    g.  Taxicabs may unload passenger(s) on any street on post, as requested by the passenger(s) provided this can be done safely and does not delay or interrupt the normal flow of traffic.  





    h.  The 5900 and 6000 areas are considered as a restricted area only as it pertains to trainees.  Taxicabs may respond to telephonic requests for pickups from trainees in 5900 and 6000 area.  Taxicabs may respond to flagging in the 5900 and 6000 area for any patron other than a trainee.  Taxicabs may not cruise the 5900/6000 area in search of a fare.
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7.  PROHIBITED ACTIONS.  Transportation Licenses may be suspended or revoked for the company or a particular operator for the following reasons:





    a.  Any vehicle driver violating the provisions of this regulation or applicable provisions of USAFACFS Supplement 1 to AR 190-5 within the geographical limits of the military reservation.





    b.  Any taxicabs/bus company operating its fleet of taxicabs/buses in violation of the Transportation License.





    c.  Conviction of one or more felonies within 5 years of date of application.





    d.  Conviction of two or more misdemeanors within 1 year of the date of application.





    e.  Accumulation of 6-11 traffic points within a 6 month period. (This will result in suspension of post driving privileges for 1-5 months.)





    f.  Accumulation of 12 traffic points for traffic violations committed within any 12 consecutive months.  This will result in a mandatory revocation of post driving privileges for a period not less than 6 months. 





    g.  Three or more standing/parking violations within a 6 month period. 





    h.  The transportation of prostitutes for solicitation or the transportation of alcoholic beverages, or drugs.  This includes providing information to passengers relative to the procurement of alcohol (other than at licensed package stores), prostitutes, and narcotics.





    i.  Overcharging passengers or undercharging of passengers to obtain more business.





    j.  The patronizing of facilities on the military reservation which have been established for service to military personnel or to Government employees.





    k.  Entering restricted or "Off Limits" areas.





    l.  Conveying firearms or other prohibited weapons, either on his/her person or in his/her vehicle.





    m.  When an applicant's sustained driver's record over the 5 year period immediately preceding application for permit, contains repeated traffic offenses or evidence of undesirable driving habits.





    n.  Driving erratically or otherwise committing any flagrant violation or applicable traffic laws.
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    o.  Committing disorderly and/or profane acts directed toward passengers and/or other personnel.





    p.  Cruising post seeking fares.





    q.  Nondisclosure of arrests and/or convictions on application.





    r.  Wrongful possession or distribution of a controlled substance on or off post.  Any record within last 5 years is cause for denial of authorization to operate and/or immediate suspension of post driving privileges.





    s.  A guilty finding of two or more drunk driving charges (DWI or DUI) within the last 5 years.





8.  APPEAL.  In the event a company's Transportation License to operate on-post or an operator is suspended, a written appeal may be submitted to the Installation


Transportation Officer.  Any suspension or revocation will remain in effect pending the final outcome of the suspension.





9.  TAXICAB FARES.  Taxicab fares will be mutually agreed upon between the Installation Transportation Officer and the company.  (Fares are at appendix B)





10.  TAXICAB SURVEILLANCE.  Personnel from the Transportation Office will perform intermittent operator and vehicle inspections on vehicles operating on the Fort Sill military reservation.  (Surveillance Check Sheet at Appendix C).  Copies of all surveillance reports will be provided to the taxicab company being checked.





11. TAXICAB STANDS.  Taxicab stands are established on Fort Sill to provide places for parking while awaiting call to pick up passengers on post.  Taxicabs will park only in places designated as taxicab stands.  (Taxicab stands are identified at appendix A)

TAXICAB FARES





Fares are extracted from on-post rate charts effective 1 June 1995.





    a.  When passengers engage a taxicab on post to include the 6000 area to any other area on post (built up area), the fare will be $2.00 for each passenger.





    b.  The total fare within the built up area of post to include the 5900/6000 area to Lawton within the following boundaries: (1) North of Frisco tracks; (2) West of Sheridan Road; (3) East to Cache Creek.  All these fares will be $4.50 one passenger and $1.00 each additional passenger.





    c.  The total fare within the built up area of post to include the 5900/6000 area to Lawton to south of Frisco tracks to Bishop Road will be $5.00 for one passenger and $1.00 for each additional passenger.





    d.  The total fare within the built up area of post to include the 6000 area to Lawton Municipal Airport will be $6.00 for one passenger and $1.50 for each additional passenger.





    e.  The total fare within the built up area of post including the 5900/6000 area to Lawton to West of Sheridan Road to 38th Street will be $5.00 one passenger and $1.00 each additional passenger.





    f.  The total fare within the built up area of post to include the 5900/6000 area to Lawton West of 38th Street to 52d Street will be $5.50 one passenger and $1.00 each additional passenger.





    g.  The total fare within the built up area of post to include the 5900/6000 area to Lawton to West of 52d Street to 67th Street will be $6.00 one passenger and $1.00 each additional passenger.





    h.  The total fare within the built up area of post to include the 5900/6000 area to Lawton to 67th Street to 82d Street will be $6.50 for one passenger and $1.00 for each additional passenger.





    i.  The total fare within the built up area of post to include the 5900/6000 area to Lawton to West of 82d Street to Goodyear Blvd will be $7.00 for one passenger and $1.00 for each passenger.


                                       


    j.  The total fare within the built up area of post to include the 5900/6000 area to Lake Elmer Thomas Recreation area (LETRA LAKE) will be $11.00 for one or the capacity of the vehicle.  
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APPENDIX B (cont)





    k.  The total fare within the built up area to post to include the 5900/6000 area to East of Cache Creek or West of Goodyear Blvd or South of Bishop Road will be $4.50 from post plus the fare of $4.50 to the destination zone.  Total fare from Fort Sill would be $9.00.





    l.  The total fare within the built up area of post to include the 5900/6000 area to a "Range Call", which is outside the built up area, is $6.00 for each passenger.   





    m.  When possible, taxicabs will carry passengers in the same general direction on Post or in Lawton in order to conserve mileage.  The words "Post" or "Reservation" when used, refer to the built up area of Fort Sill to include the 5900/6000 area.  A prearranged fare must be agreed upon before engaging a passenger to one of the above mentioned area.





    n.  Passengers are allowed one suitcase each without extra charge, 25 cents extra for additional suitcase; 50 cents extra charge for each additional duffle bag; $1.00 extra charge for each additional foot locker or equivalent; 50 cents extra charge for each large bag.  Passengers with groceries are allowed one sack each without extra charge, 10 cents extra charge for each additional grocery sack.
