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WEAR OF CIVILIAN ATTIRE IN FORT SILL FACILITIES





Further supplementation by subordinate commanders is prohibited,


unless specifically approved by Headquarters, USAFACFS.





1.  PURPOSE.  This regulation prescribes policy and procedures on wear of civilian attire in Fort Sill facilities.





2.  APPLICABILITY.  This regulation applies to personnel using Fort Sill facilities.





3.  RESPONSIBILITIES.  The responsibility for enforcement of this regulation will be as follows:





    a.  Officers and noncommissioned officers are responsible that military personnel comply with this policy.





    b.  Sponsors are responsible that the dress of family members reflects favorably upon the military community.





    c.  Facility managers may deny admittance into facilities by personnel not in compliance with this policy.





4.  STANDARDS.  Personnel in civilian attire using installation facilities will comply with the following:





    a.  Shirt and footwear are required (infants excepted).





    b.  Haircurlers, worn covered or uncovered, are prohibited.





    c.  Any clothing designed for wear as an undergarment, but worn as a outer garment, is prohibited, e.g., green/brown t-shirts.





    d.  Athletic wear, e.g., swimwear or running shorts, is considered appropriate only at athletic facilities.  However, full length sweat suits or jogging suits are allowed in facilities.





    e.  Items of the military uniform are prohibited from being worn with civilian attire except as provided in AR 670-1, Wear and Appearance of Army Uniform and Insignia.





    f.  Clothing (e.g., hats, shirts, jackets), with words or pictures which may be considered obscene, suggestive, or detrimental to good order and discipline, is prohibited.





5.  EXCEPTION.  None of the above provisions apply when personnel require emergency care at medical or dental facilities.
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
