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Uniform and Insignia


WEAR AND APPEARANCE OF ARMY UNIFORMS AND INSIGNIA


AT FORT SILL, OKLAHOMA





Supplementation of this regulation is prohibited


unless specifically approved by HQ, USAFACFS.





1.  PURPOSE.  This regulation prescribes policy on wear of Army Uniforms.  Only uniforms, accessories, and insignia prescribed in AR 670-1, as approved by Headquarters, Department of the Army (HQDA), or contained in current authorization documents, will be worn by personnel in the U.S. Army.





2.  REFERENCE.  AR 670-1, Wear and Appearance of Army Uniforms and Insignia, 


1 September 1992.





3.  SCOPE.  This regulation applies to all personnel of the Active Army, Army National Guard, and Army Reserve when assigned at Fort Sill as a permanent party or TDY.





4.  DESIGNATION OF COMMANDERS.  For the purposes of implementing this regulation and the above reference, commanders are designated as follows:





    a.  Major commander is Commanding General, TRADOC.





    b.  Local commander is the Installation Commander.





5.  RESPONSIBILITIES.  All commanders will ensure their soldiers are properly and adequately dressed for the various weather conditions encountered during field training and exercises.  Care should be taken to ensure soldiers have their complete issue of cold weather field clothing and that it is maintained in a serviceable condition.





6.  UNBLOUSING TROUSERS AND REMOVING SHIRTS.  





    a.  Commanders may delegate the authority to the supervisory level necessary to determine when trousers should be unbloused and shirts removed.
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    b.  The following guidance is given:





    (1)  Trousers may be unbloused and shirts removed when the wet bulb temperature reaches 78.





    (2)  An issue-type quarter sleeve undershirt must be worn.





    (3)  Shirts may be removed and trousers unbloused in the work or training areas only.  Whenever personnel leave the work or training area, shirts must be worn and trousers bloused.





7.  OFF-POST WEAR OF UNIFORMS.  Duty uniforms are defined as battle dress uniform (BDU), nomex flight suit, hospital duty uniform, or food service uniforms.  Wear of the duty uniform is authorized off-post except inside or lingering outside any establishment which has as its main purpose the consumption of alcohol on the premises, or any establishment at which a soldier’s presence would be degrading to the U.S. Army (i.e., a bar, tavern, private club, etc).





8.  COMBINATION OF CIVILIAN AND MILITARY CLOTHING.  The wearing of a combination of civilian and military clothing is prohibited unless otherwise prescribed in AR 670-1.





9.  HAND CARRIED ARTICLES.  Commercial rucksacks, guy bags, or like articles may be hand carried but not worn over the shoulder while in uniform except while riding on a bicycle or motorcycle.





10.  UNIFORM WEAR ON OTHER INSTALLATIONS.  When on another installation, soldiers will comply with the local installation policy on uniform wear.
