unless specifically approved by Headquarters, USAFACFS



AR 600-55, 31 December 1993, is supplemented as follows:



APPLICABILITY.  Add the following subparagraphs.



	a.	This supplement applies to commanders of Active Component units that are on approved lists to deploy to USAREUR for OCONUS training, REFORGER missions, JTX, and classified missions.



	b.	This supplement applies to TRADOC units/activities and FORSCOM units not covered by paragraph a above.



	c.	Any reference to “unit” applies equally to activity.



PARAGRAPH 1-1. PURPOSE.  Add the following:



	To establish Fort Sill standards, policies and procedures for testing and licensing of operators of Army wheeled, tactical, and nontactical vehicles.  To furnish military and civilian personnel assigned to Fort Sill units and activities guidance on how to obtain a U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator’s License (OF 346), to operate Government-owned commercial vehicles at 
Fort Sill using the computer-assisted, Army Commercial Driver’s License (ACDL) 
P
rogram.  This program has three main purposes: (1) to help you qualify for a Fort Sill U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator’s License, (2) to improve driver training and licensing standards and (3) to enhance driver skills and increase safety awareness.

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PARAGRAPH 1-4. RESPONSIBILITIES.  Add subparagraph l. 



l.	The contract motor transport officer for 
DOL, USAFACFS, is responsible for the following.



    (a)  Administering Motor Vehicle Operator tests (either written or computer assisted)
.




    (b)	  Driver performance testing on nontactical vehicle (NTV) operators.



    (c)	  Authenticating Optional Form 346 (U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator’s Identification Card) issued to operators of NTV’s.



    (d)  Administering U.S. Army, USAREUR, and USFK driver written tests for units that are on approved lists to deploy to USAREUR or Korea for OCONUS training, REFORGER missions, TEAM SPIRIT missions, JTX, and classified missions.  USAREUR driver testing will be conducted upon receipt of a formal request from customer activity.  
The Motor Transport Section can support this testing on a continuing basis for Fort Sill REFORGER nominated units.
  The battalion S3 of the requesting unit must follow the procedures below.




    
(
1)  Coordinate testing with the Test Control Officer (TCO), telephone 442-3552.  A point of contact for each unit requiring testing support will be submitted to the TCO prior to scheduling personnel for testing.



    (2)  Provide at least one commissioned/noncommissioned officer from the tested unit to assist the driver testing examiner in maintaining silence during the test, and in distributing, retrieving, and grading of test material.



    (3)  Must not schedule personnel for testing until they are properly trained and ready for testing IAW USAREUR Pam 190-34.  This requirement is necessary to reduce the number of tests.



    (4)  The senior commissioned or noncommissioned officer appointed to assist the driver testing examiner will have in his/her possession, a valid DA Form 348 for persons being tested.  The driver testing examiner is responsible for recording USAREUR test results and authenticating the DA Form 348.  The unit is responsible for authenticating the reverse side of Optional Form 346.
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PARAGRAPH 2-1b.  LICENSING REQUIREMENTS.  Add the following.



All military personnel (branch immaterial) and civilian personnel (excluding contract personnel) assigned to wheeled motor vehicle operator positions at Fort Sill are required to study the computer assisted instruction (CAI) Army Commercial Driver’s License (ACDL) 
P
rogram as a guide for safe and efficient operation of military vehicles.  This program is intended to aid the operator
 in maintaining a high degree of driving efficiency.  The computer assisted instructions do not restrict the program’s contents to any particular vehicle; it is a guide to normal every day operations as well as to driving under difficult conditions.  It is the driver’s responsibility to learn the local driving rules and safety procedures and then following them.



PARAGRAPH  2-2.  COMMERCIAL DRIVER’S LICENSE.  Add subparagraph’s f, g, and h.



    f.	To obtain a Fort Sill U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator’s License, all Active military, ARNG, U.S. Army Reserve (USAR), and civilian personnel to include foreign nationals whose positions require operation of wheeled vehicles will be required to take the Army Commercial Driver’s License (ACDL) tests (indicated in parenthesis behind each category of vehicles) applicable to the class of license they are obtaining as follows.



    (1)  CLASS A.  Any Government-owned tactical or nontactical combination  of vehicles with a Gross Combinations Weight Rating (GCWR) of 26,001 or more pounds provided the Gross Vehicle weight Rating (GVWR) of the vehicle or vehicles being towed exceeds 10,000 pounds (i.e., semitractor with trailer).  (Study ACDL CAI modules: (1-5)-Introduction, Vehicle Inspection, Basic Control Skills, Driving Conditions and Cargo, (7)-Air Brakes, (8)-Combination Vehicles, (9)-Hazardous Material (if applicable)).



    (2)  CLASS B.  Any Government-owned tactical or nontactical single vehicle with 
a GVWR of 26,001 or more pounds
 or any such vehicle towing a vehicle not in excess of 10,000 pounds GVWR (i.e., dump truck, wrecker, tanker, and truck towing a trailer). (Study ACDL CAI modules: (1-5)-Introduction, Vehicle Inspection, Basic Control Skills, Driving Conditions and Cargo, (7)-Air Brakes, (8)-Combination Vehicles, (if applicable) (9)-Hazardous Material (if applicable)).



    (3)  CLASS C.  Any 
G
overnment-owned tactical or nontactical single vehicle, or combination of vehicles that are designed to transport 16 or more passengers including the driver, or is used to transport hazardous materials which require the vehicle to be placarded under Hazardous Materials Regulations (49 CFR part 172).
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    (a)  Personnel carriers such as large buses or smaller vehicles transporting 16 or more passengers including the driver. (Study ACDL CAI modules: (1-5)-Introduction, Vehicle Inspection, Basic Control Skills, Driving Conditions and Cargo, (6)-Transporting Passengers and(7)-Air Brakes).



    (b)  Vehicle(s) used to transport any type of hazardous material. (Study ACDL CAI modules: (1-5)-Introduction, Vehicle Inspection, Basic Control Skills, Driving Conditions and Cargo, (7)-Air Brakes, (9)-Hazardous Material).



    (4)  CLASS D.  Any 
G
overnment-owned tactical or nontactical vehicle which is outside of the current CDL classification system (all others).



    (a)  Any vehicle with a Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) of 10,000 pounds but less than 26,000 pounds (GVWR) (i.e., 1-5 ton trucks-stakebed, box van, water truck (tanker), and refrigeration van, etc.).  (Study ACDL modules: (1-5)-Introduction, Vehicle Inspection, Basic Control Skills, Driving Conditions and Cargo, and (7)-Air Brakes (if applicable)).



    (b)  Any emergency-type vehicles regardless of the Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) (i.e., Military Police, patrol vehicles, ambulances and fire fighting vehicles). (Study ACDL modules: (1)-Introduction, (3)-Basic Control Skills, (4)-Driving Conditions and (7)-Air Brakes (if applicable)).

 

    (c)  Any GSA vehicle used by the DPCA, Youth Activities or child

ranches to transport children.  (Study ACDL modules: 

(1)-Introduction, (3)-Basic Control Skills, (4)-Driving Conditions).




Operators of the government-owned vehicles identified in paragraph 



2-2f above are required to take the prescribed ACDL Operators Knowledge Tests either at their unit or activities designated motor vehicle training facility or at the Fort Sill Driver Testing Facility, Bldg 2035, before being issued a Fort Sill U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator’s License.  These personnel must pass one or more of these knowledge tests, depending on the class, endorsements, and the type of military vehicle(s) they are being required to operate.  ACDL Operator Knowledge Tests are give for the purpose of determining an operators ability to safely operate and maintain certain categories of motor vehicles.  These test consist of questions taken from the ACDL modules training program.  To successfully pass each required Operator Knowledge Test(s) the operator must score a minimum of 80% of the test questions correct.  After successful completion of all prescribed ACDL modules, an entry will be made in Section III - performance record of DA Form 348 (Equipment operator’s Qualification Record) as shown in figure 4-2 of this supplement.
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    h.	 Military and civilian applicants required to operate a bus or semitractor with trailer who have a valid state issued CDL Class C, or above driver’s license with the appropriate endorsements (if applicable) or military personnel with a DA Form 348 from another installation which lists a 44 passenger or larger bus and/or a commercial semitractor with trailer are exempt from taking the ACDL Operator’s Knowledge Test; however, a road test will be administered on the appropriate vehicle(s).



PARAGRAPH 2-3.  MILITARY DRIVERS (ACTIVE COMPONENTS USAR, ARNG).  Add the following.



Military Personnel obtaining a Nontactical Operator’s License to operate any vehicles above 10,000 GVWR, (trucks, one ton and above) must meet the minimum age requirements established by the State of Oklahoma for the issuance of a Commercial Drivers License.  These requirements are as reflected in the Oklahoma Commercial Driver’s Manual.  The minimum age requirement is 18 years old.  Military personnel under the age of 18 will be issued an U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator’s Permit for on-Post operations only until they reach 18 years of age.



PARAGRAPH 4-1c(9).  DOCUMENTATION AND WAIVERS.  Add subparagraph (c).



    (c)  The replacement of DA Form 348.  When DA Form 348 becomes illegible or worn, units are authorized to use the following procedures.



	(1)  In signature blocks, type the name that appears in those blocks in capital letters (i.e., JOHN S. DOE).



	(2)  Prec
eding the capitalized names type “/s/”; (i.e., /s/JOHN S. DOE).



	(3)  In the lower left “Comments and Recommendations of Road Test Examiner” block under Section IV, the statement “This is a Certified True Copy” will be entered and signed by the responsible commissioned office or supervising civilian.



PARAGRAPH 4-1c.  DOCUMENTATION AND WAIVERS.  Add the following.



Operators of motorcycles, motorbikes, or mopeds will attend USAFACFS Motorcycle Safety Course
 IAW AR 385-55
 prior to being licensed to operate an Army-owned motorbike.  Course schedules wi
ll be announced in the Billboard
.  Applicants must have a valid State Motor Vehicle Operator’s License to attend the course.  Upon completion of training, operators will be required 
t
o pass a proficiency ride on a motorcycle.
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FIGURE 4-2 INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING DA FORM 348, SECTION III - PERFORMANCE RECORD, BLOCKS 25 - 29.  Add the following.



Block 25 - Date:  enter the date the individual completed the ACDL test; block 26 - Credits: enter ACDL test; block 27 - Debits: leave blank; block 28 - Type and Nature: enter the word qualifications; block 29 - action taken: enter successfully completed, IAW, USAFACFS Suppl. 1 to AR600-55.



PARAGRAPH 5-1.  LOCATION AND FUNCTIONS.  Add subparagraph e.



    e.	 The Fort Sill NTV testing station is located in Building 2035, telephone 442-3552.



PARAGRAPH 5-4.  TEST ADMINISTRATION.  Add subparagraph c.



    c.	 Only after successful completion of the required ACDL Operator Knowledge Test will the applicant be allowed to take the road test and/or enroll in the bus or semitractor with trailer Vehicle Operator Training Course (if applicable).



FIGURE 6-1.  COMPLETION INSTRUCTIONS FOR OF 346, PART 2, BLOCK 15 - RESTRICTIONS.  Add the following.



Block 15 - Restrictions.  Enter the highest vehicle licensing classification code, CLASS A, B, C, or D with any endorsement codes required (i.e., CLASS A, Endorsements: T, P, H).



PARAGRAPH 6-1a.  CONTROL OF ISSUANCE.  Add the following.



Optional Form 346 is normally prepared by the applicant’s unit using information from the current DA Form 348.  Optional Form 346 will be authenticated by the following personnel.



    (1)  For tactical equipment operator permits, the issuing official will be a commissioned or warrant officer.



	(2)  For nontactical vehicles, the issuing official will be the contract motor transport officer or his/her designated representative.



PARAGRAPH 6-2c.  STANDARD PERMITS.  Add the following.



An individual with a current DA Form 348 and Optional Form 346 is not required to be retested if they change their unit of assignment but remain on Fort Sill.
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PARAGRAPH 6-4c.  RENEWAL, SUSPENSIONS, AND REVOCATIONS.  Add subparagraph (3).



    (3)  If an individual requires renewal of their military drivers license, the individual should report to the Driver’s Testing Section, Bldg 2035 with their DA Form 348 between 0730 and 1600, Monday through Friday.  No memorandum or ACDL test(s) are required for a renewal.



APPENDIX G, PARAGRAPH G-5c.  COMPUTING THE DRIVER’S SCORE.  Add the following.



    c.  When an operator fails any of  the ACDL Operator Knowledge Tests or the Driving Skills Test they cannot retake the test(s) again that same day.  An individual desiring to be retested is required to retake only those tests they failed.  Personnel who fail the Driving Skills Test will be issued an operator’s learner’s permit for the purpose of receiving additional training in the unit.
