QUICK REFERENCE GUIDE

(Biological or Bomb Threats)

· Do not panic.

· Bomb letters/packages may bear “personal or private.”

· Addressee’s name or title may be inaccurate.

· Return address is not available or wrong.

· Handwriting is distort or homemade by cut-and-paste lettering.

· Mail may have wires protruding, oil stains, or an odor.

· Postmark may show a different location than the return address or does not have a return address.

· Excessive postage.

· Package/letter may be add size, irregular shape, or have bulges.  May have sounds when moving.

· May be difficult to remove letter from envelope.

· Check envelope prior to removing letter for any powder-like substance.
