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Located in Taylor Hall, Bldg. 462, the Office of the Staff Judge Advocate, USAFACFS, has the mission of providing timely and accurate legal advice and legal support to units and soldiers within the command. Within the SJA office, however, these responsibilities are divided among several different divisions. Select any link below for more information.
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Administrative and Civil Law Division
The Administrative Law Division serves as the primary resource for commanders, assisting with interpretation of regulations, advice and counsel on investigations, and compliance with ethical standards including the Joint Ethics Regulation. Administrative Law attorneys also advise boards and investigations, review separation actions, and provide general legal advice to the command. The Administrative Law Division also has responsibility for Ethics and Standards of Conduct and Operational Law.

Ethics counselors provide training and advice on compliance with the Joint Ethics Regulation, other federal laws and Army Regulations, including restrictions on use of government resources, fiscal law issues, conflicts of interest, and post-government employment.

Operational Law attorneys provide advice and assistance to commanders on the full range of legal issues that arise on the battlefield and in Operations Other Than War. OPLAW attorneys advise and assist in developing training in areas such as rules of engagement, targeting, and Law of War.


Claims Division
The mission of the Fort Sill Claims Office is to investigate, adjudicate, and settle claims filed both on behalf of the United States and against the United States. These include personnel claims, tort claims, affirmative claims and Article 139 claims.

Legal Assistance Office
The Legal Assistance Office provides free legal assistance to soldiers and their family members. Legal assistance includes advice regarding personal legal problems such as wills, powers of attorney, insurance, taxation, marriage, divorce, renting or leasing, immigration, and many other areas, including military administrative matters such as rebuttals to Reports of Survey and OER/NCOER appeals. Legal assistance does not include criminal or official military matters that are handled by other legal staff. 

Military Justice/Criminal Law
The Military Justice/Criminal Law Division acts as prosecutors for the command. The Trial Counsel supporting your unit should be the commander's first point of contact for criminal matters, including advice on searches and seizures and the disposition of disciplinary actions.

Trial Defense Service
The U.S. Army Trial Defense Service (TDS) is an independent entity that functions much like a public defender's office. TDS represents soldiers in courts-martial and separation proceedings, and provides other assistance as needed.
