SUBJECT:  Personnel and Support Battalion Soldier and Family Time








1.  Family time allows each soldier an opportunity to spend time with his/her family to enhance their quality of life and provide greater involvement between parents and children, the school and the community.





2.  Personnel and Support Battalion units/directorates will schedule and adhere to Family Time beginning at 1500 hours each Thursday.  Units/directorates with special needs and mission requirements such as AG, DPTM, DOL, ect, may release soldiers on rotational basis, ensuring comparable time off for their soldiers.





3.  Individuals who remain at their place of duty during Family Time, for other than urgent or genuinely unavoidable reasons, are conveying the message to their subordinates that they are expected to remain at the workplace as well.  If senior personnel do not comply with the policy, they demonstrate, however unintentionally, that those who do comply are less dedicated or less important to the mission.  For this reason, I expect commanders and staffs to effect the Family Time policy by consistently releasing their soldiers from duty at that time, and by their own example of observing the policy on time.
