SUBJECT:  Policy on the Information Systems Security (ISS) Training Program

1.  All United States Military organizations face a significant threat in the arena of Information Systems Security.  Throughout the Department of Defense programs are being implemented to support the digitization of battlefield equipment and secure all levels of government communications via Multilevel Information Systems Security Initiatives (MISSI).  Training is vital to any successful security program.

2.  Training is mandatory for all ISS officers in each battery.  Training oversight and execution will be conducted by the Information Systems Security Manager (ISSM), DPTM Security Division.  The ISSM is recognized by all Major Commands as the proponent for the ISS program on Fort Sill.  Course dates will be announced through the Security Division on a quarterly basis.

3.  This policy memorandum is integrated in the USAFACFS Supplement to AR 380-19 which is currently being revised and coordinated with all MACOMs with assets on Fort Sill.
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
