MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT:  Fraternization

1.  Relationships between soldiers of different rank that involve, or gives the appearance of, partiality, preferential treatment, or the improper use of rank or position for personal gain, are prejudicial to good order, discipline, and high unit morale.  It is the Army’s policy that such relationships will be avoided.

2.  Appropriate action will be taken if relationships between different rank:

     a.  Cause an actual or perceived partiality or unfairness.

     b.  Involve the improper use of rank or position for personal gain.

     c.  Create an actual or clearly predictable adverse impact on discipline, authority, or morale.

3.  Prejudgement in evaluating relationships and associations between soldiers of different rank have no place in a military society, and will not be tolerated.  Mentoring, teaching, and coaching of soldiers by their seniors leaders should not be inhibited by gender prejudice.
