SUBJECT:  Army Family Advocacy Command Policy

1.  Awareness and prevention of family violence is of uppermost priority to me.  AR 608-18, The Army Family Advocacy Program, mandates prevention, reporting, and treatment of family violence.  Lack of compliance puts families and our mission at risk.

2.  It is my intention to ensure any soldier involved in family violence is enrolled in a program to help alleviate the problem.

3.  Commanders must—

      a.  Receive an initial Family Advocacy Program briefing within 45 days of assuming command and an annual update.  Soldiers must attend annually a family violence prevention and mandatory stress management class.  To schedule classes contact the Army Community Service Family Advocacy Program, 442-5018/4916.

      b.  Report suspected spouse and child abuse immediately to Social Work Service, Reynolds Army Community Hospital, 458-2280, for assessment and treatment.  If a soldier is suspected of spouse or child abuse, his/her Battery Commander must attend an initial Family Advocacy Case Management Team meeting.  Attendance at additional meetings is at the request of the team.  Commanders must support the treatment plan and ensure their soldiers attend counseling.

      c.  Counsel soldiers involved in family violence.  Treatment does not preclude disciplinary or administrative action in appropriate cases.

4.  Soldiers and their families are our most valued resource.  I expect everyone to work together to reduce family violence.
