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SUBJECT:  Termination from Family Quarters

PURPOSE:  To provide information on the procedures for terminating quarters

FACTS:

1.  Authority.  AR 210-50 provides that the privilege to occupy military family quarters may be terminated due to misconduct of the sponsor, family members, or guests that is contrary to good standards of behavior, safety, health, or morals.  

2.  Procedure.  In cases of involuntary termination, written notification shall be provided to the resident thirty (30) days prior to the termination date, unless otherwise directed by the installation commander.  The notification shall state the reasons for termination and the date quarters must be vacated.

3.  Warning Letter.  Fort Sill’s normal procedure is to issue a warning letter following the first incident of misconduct.  Because there is no regulatory requirement to issue a warning letter, this practice is not necessary in those instances where the health, safety, morale, and/or good order and discipline of the command is at risk due to serious misconduct. 

4.  Civilian Dependents.  There are two options available to terminate military family quarters.


a.  Terminate family housing as outlined above.  The disadvantage of this option is that the entire family is punished for the misconduct of one.  Further, because the Government is ordering the family off the installation, the Government must pay for the move. 


b.  Bar the offender from the military installation.  A post commander has the authority, under Title 18, U.S. Code, section 1382, to bar an individual from post.  This law permits those who enter post in violation of the bar to be prosecuted for criminal trespass in federal court.  The advantage of this option is that it punishes only the family member who committed the misconduct, and not the rest of the family.  Further, if the family decides to move off the installation in order to continue to reside with the individual barred from post, the Government does not have to pay for the move.
