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SUBJECT: Ownership and Transportation of Privately-Owned Weapons

1. General. All persons who visit or work on Fort Sill are subject to the provisions of USAFACFS Regulation 190-1, Installation Physical Security and Crime Prevention.. This regulation is punitive in nature; both soldiers and civilians may be prosecuted for violations. 

2. Possession. The regulation prohibits possession of the following items on Fort Sill, in addition to other items specifically delineated in the regulation: Weapons prohibited by Oklahoma law, USAFACFS hunting regulations, or Federal Law; ammunition prohibited by law, altered ammunition, or armor piercing ammunition; short-barreled rifles or shotguns; machine guns or automatic weapons, except when owned, used, transported, and stored by persons licensed to do so; switchblade knives; and other devices described as prohibited in USAFACFS Regulation 190-1.

3. Registration. All military and civilian employees working on Fort Sill must register their firearms with the Directorate of Public Safety prior to using them on Fort Sill. Specific exemptions are listed in the regulation. Military personnel residing on post must register their firearm (or their family member's firearm) within one duty day of arrival at Fort Sill or when they come into possession of it.

4. Storage. Military personnel living on post, except those who reside in family quarters, BOQs, and BEQs, are required to store firearms in the unit arms room. Those individuals will store the items in their residence in the manner directed by the regulation (unloaded, separate from ammunition, out of reach of children, etc.). Privately owned weapons will not be stored in a privately-owned or government-owned vehicle.

5. Transportation. Weapons will be transported by the most direct route when entering or leaving the Fort Sill installation or when going to or from an authorized activity such as practice range, hunting, or other sporting activity. Intermediate stops of short duration at PX shoppettes/gas stations only are authorized. Except for authorized activities, no stops may be made at any other on-post location. When transported, firearms will be unloaded. Except for shotguns and rifles, weapons must be secured in a locked case, rack, box, or trunk, or with a trigger lock or locked cable, chain, or rod through the firearm's guard or barrel.

6. Other Federal Laws. In addition to state laws and USAFACFS Regulation 190-1, the purchase, sale, and (in certain circumstances) the possession and interstate transportation of firearms is regulated by the Gun Control Act of 1968, as amended by the Firearms Owners' Protection Act. Additionally, the Brady Act criminalizes selling, possessing, shipping, receiving, transporting, or transferring firearms for persons with firearms disabilities, such as felons and mentally incompetent individuals. Soldiers and civilians are subject to these federal laws. For example, federal law makes unlawful the possession of a sawed-off shotgun or rifle without a federal license. It is also a federal crime for a person under 18 years of age to possess any weapon, except rifles or shotguns used in hunting, target shooting, or other recognized sporting event. 7. Oklahoma Concealed Carry Law. When soldiers and civilians are off the installation but in the local area, Oklahoma laws apply. Under Oklahoma law, it is unlawful for any person to carry a concealed handgun, except as authorized by the provisions of the Oklahoma Self-Defense Act or other laws. It recognizes valid concealed carry weapons permits and licenses from Oklahoma. Oklahoma also recognizes concealed carry permits and licenses issued by other states when the issuing state recognizes Oklahoma's licenses and the issuing state's laws comply with Oklahoma's requirements.

8. Miscellaneous Provisions of Oklahoma Law. Generally, Fort Sill's policy on possession and transportation of privately owned weapons is more restrictive than Oklahoma law. However, a number of important Oklahoma laws apply both on and off the installation. Under Oklahoma law:

a. It is unlawful for any unauthorized person to possess a firearm on any school property or vehicle. 

b. It is unlawful to possess a firearm in any establishment where alcoholic beverages are consumed. 

c. Except for an act of self-defense, it is unlawful to point any firearm, whether loaded or not, at any other person. 

d. It is unlawful to transport a loaded firearm.

e. It is unlawful for any person to carry or use shotguns, rifles, or pistols in any circumstances while under the influence of beer, intoxicating liquors, or any hallucinogenic drugs.
