SUBJECT:  Authorized Use of Government Vehicles at Official Ceremonies

1.  As we approach the change of command season, the following is provided as a reminder about using government vehicles to attend official ceremonies.

2.  Army Regulation 58-1, Management, Acquisition, and Use of Motor Vehicles provides that:

a.  Department of the Army (DA) military and civilian personnel may use government vehicles when actually participating in official ceremonies (e.g., changes of command, parades, promotions, retirements, unit activations/deactivations, field demonstrations, funerals or other similar events);

b.  DA military and civilian personnel may use government vehicles when attending as the senior official designated to represent the DA organization concerned.  For personnel assigned to the Field Artillery Center Command and General Staff, the Field Artillery School, IIId ACA Command and General Staff, Fort Sill Brigade equivalent commands, activities, and organizations, the CG’s policy limits use of government vehicles to attend ceremonies to:

(1)  The senior attendee, who is at least a full colonel, civilian equivalent or acting brigade commander in the rank of lieutenant colonel; or

(2)  The brigade-level (or higher) commander’s designee, who may be any grade, when the brigade-level (or higher) commander does not attend. 

c.  Government vehicle transportation is not authorized for officials attending such ceremonies or events only in a personal capacity (e.g., personal friendship, family ties, prior professional relationship with the honoree or unit, etc).

d.  Transportation will begin and end at the transported individual’s normal place of duty or other officially designated assembly area (but not a personal residence/domicile).

3.  DA personnel must ensure their use of government vehicles complies with the requirements of AR 58-1.  Further, all commanders, directors, chiefs, heads of organizations, and units should review their use of government vehicles to ensure compliance with AR 58-1 and Fort Sill policy.
