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Vehicle Rollovers
(OIF/OEF)

= Obcoranon Numerous warfighters have been injured or killed due to vehicle
rollovers.
= Docusson Vehicle mishaps both in tactical and non-tactical vehicles have often been
caused by vehicle rollovers. A common characteristic is that they were all preventable.
Reducing rollovers will significantly reduce the number of vehiclé fatalities and
injuries.
= Looooneored Tactical vehicles often have a high center of gravity reducing vehicle
stability. All vehicles have the potential of rollover if the vehicle is traveling at an
excessive speed for the road conditions. Rollovers typically occur when a vehicle
traveling at an excessive speed makes an abrupt turn of the wheels (to avoid a pothole,
another vehicle, an object on the road, or to negotiate a turn, etc). Many injuries from
rollovers occur from objects striking occupants during the roliover sequence. Shifting
loads (i.e. water blivets) can reduce vehicle stability.
Recommendation.
= Leadership enforce the use of seatbelts.
- Leadership ensure warfighters know and practice rollover dills.
= Leadership ensure vehicle operators are properly trained and licensed.

- Senior occupants of vehicles ensure drivers drive at a speed appropriate for the
road conditions.

= Senior occupants of vehicles ensure objects and cargo are secure.
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
