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Proper mirror adjustment is critical to safe driving.  This page depicts an excellent method to adjust mirrors to maximize your view of the road. 
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1.  Start with the rear view mirror.  Adjust the mirror such that you see as much of the rear window as possible.  While adjusting the mirror, try to keep your head in the same position as when you are actually driving.
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2.  With the window rolled up, lean to the left so that your forehead is just touching the side window.  Typically, you can see a good portion of the left side of the car.
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3.  To adjust your mirror properly, move the mirror such that you can barely see the left side of the car.

4.  To adjust the right side mirror, move your head toward the center of the car. Then repeat the above process so that the right side mirror shows just a small portion of the right side of the car.

Now that you see only a small portion of your car in either mirror, you have greatly increased your field of vision.  Cars behind you show up as usual in the inside rear-view mirror.  However, when the car leaves your field of vision the outside mirrors pick it up.  Practically no blind spot; no delays; no wondering where that car about to pass you has disappeared to, no waiting a few seconds for the car that you just saw in your rear-view mirror to show up in your outside mirrors; and no shifting your head around to see where the other vehicle is.  

All three mirrors now work in harmony with one another, and the blind spot is practically eliminated.
