Rites of Initiation of Christian Adults: 
RCIA is a process for adults who wish to either come to 

the Catholic Church, or seek to complete their initiation 

into the faith when they are missing sacraments.

Baptism: Preparation for adult and child baptism is 

held on the first Tuesday of each month, or on a spe-

cial need basis. Participants must register prior to the 

class.

Preparation for these two sacraments is conducted 

during Family Faith Formation at RE Connect on 

Wednesdays, and a series of required retreats.

           Catechist/Teacher Training

Catechist/Teachers are required to complete a certifi-

cation class in accordance with the Archdiocese for the 

Military Services standards. In addition, volunteer cate-

chists are given training/formation opportunities every 

other Wednesday to assist them in their certification, 

and in their abilities to assist parents in handing on the 

faith.
