1.  Purpose

    a. To establish the 2006 Annual Training Plan for Marine Detachment Fort Sill, OK per references (a) through (v).

Subj:  ANNUAL TRAINING PLAN FOR CALENDAR YEAR 2006
    b. To identify annual training requirements for the Marine Detachment per enclosures (1) through (5).

2.  Objective

    a. To execute and manage an annual training plan based on the requirements from Headquarters, U.S. Marine Corps, Training and Education Command and any other training mandated by the Commanding Officer, Marine Detachment, Fort Sill, OK.

    b. Training will be progressive and will be performed in conjunction with Marine Detachment operational commitments.

    c. To accomplish all of the required training throughout the year, training requirements will call for centralized management with decentralized execution.  Specific training requirements will be conducted at the Detachment level to maximize facilities and resources.  PFT’s, GMS testing, and Safety Stand Downs are Detachment wide training events and will be scheduled and depicted on the training calendar.  All other training requirements will be scheduled and conducted at the section level.

    d. To ensure training is being conducted, monitored and recorded, the Detachment Operations Section will be responsible for recording all training events conducted throughout the year.

3.  Approach to Training
    a. Formal Training.  Formal training is directive in nature and will be completed as established in enclosure (1).

     (1) Marine Battle Skill Testing (MBST) will focus on level 4 Sustainment Training per reference (b).

     (2)  General Military Skills (GMS).  GMS will be conducted under a self study program.  At a minimum all grades from Private through Gunnery Sergeants and WO through Chief Warrant Officer 2. 2nd Lieutenant through Captain with less than 15 years of service assigned as permanent personnel will take an annual automated GMS exam.

    b. Ancillary Training consist of Headquarters Marine Corps directed annual training requirements per enclosure (2).  These requirements along with the Commanding Officer’s directed training will be implemented per enclosures (3) and (4).

4.  Actions

    a. Officers in Charge:
 (1) Meet the training requirements set forth in the enclosures.


 (2) Ensure a copy of all training conducted is kept on file at each section and a copy of class rosters are forwarded up to the Operations Section for file and unit diary entry as applicable.

     (3) Ensure maximum participation of all personnel for scheduled Detachment training events.

     (4) Ensure all Marines within your section have completed the appropriate MCI/PME for their rank or MOS, or are actively enrolled and participating in a PME program as per enclosures (3) and (4). 

     (5) Ensure new personnel in your section have completed or are scheduled for all required training to ensure all Marines meet the Commander’s guidance on formal training.

    b. Training Officer

 (1) Schedule and conduct quarterly training meetings.  This meeting will give section OIC’s an opportunity to audit the previous quarters training schedule and preview the upcoming quarterly schedule.  It will also afford the opportunity to reschedule missed training and deconflict future training events.


 (2) Coordinate the training requirements listed in enclosures (1) through (4) in accordance with the references.


 (3) Ensure Staff and Officer PME is being scheduled and conducted quarterly.

     (4) Conduct periodic review and report the progress of training to ensure it is being conducted as directed.

5.  Applicability.  The annual training plan is a tool to ensure all required training is being conducted and documented in accordance with MCO 1553.3a.  Section OIC’s and SNCOIC’s will schedule and supervise the conduct of section training.  This training plan establishes requirements and procedures for the conduct of training within this organization.
