MARINE CORPS GROUND MISHAP INVESTIGATION
When do I fill one out? Anytime someone gets injured on or off duty. The Unit Safety Officer will review and decide if an investigation is warranted. 

What if it was just a near miss (almost an accident)? Report it on a local mishap form!
Why you ask? More data will assist in reducing mishaps?

Who can fill out a Mishap Report? Anyone, but it should be ran through the sections Safety Representative before being sent to the Unit Safety Officer.

Which reports will be reported? Only reports that the person injured needs more than 1st AID or is required by the table below:

Class 
	Definition 

	A 
	An Army accident in which the resulting total cost of property damage is $1,000,000 or more; an Army aircraft or missile is destroyed, missing, or abandoned; or an injury and/or occupational illness results in a fatality or permanent total disability. Note that unmanned aircraft systems (UAS) accidents are classified based on the cost to repair or replace the UAS. A destroyed, missing, or abandoned UAS will not constitute a Class A accident unless replacement or repair cost exceeds $1,000,000 or more.  

	B 
	An Army accident in which the resulting total cost of property damage is $200,000 or more, but less than $1,000,000; an injury and/or occupational illness results in permanent partial disability, or when 3 or more personnel are hospitalized as inpatients as the result of a single occurrence. 

	C 
	An Army accident in which the resulting total cost of property damage is $20,000 or more, but less than $200,000; a nonfatal injury or occupational illness that causes 1 or more days away from work or training beyond the day or shift on which it occurred or disability at any time (that does not meet the definition of Class A or B and is a lost time case). 

	D 
	An Army accident in which the resulting in total cost of property damage is $2,000 or more, but less than $20,000; a nonfatal injury or illness resulting in restricted work, transfer to another job, medical treatment greater than first aid, needle stick injuries and cuts from sharps that are contaminated from another person’s blood or other potentially infectious material, medical removal under medical surveillance requirements of an OSHA standard, occupational hearing loss, or a work–related tuberculosis case.

2) Time- The true time the mishap occurred

4) Total # on Fatality/Injury- Number of people

8) Major CMD- TECOM

9) Parent CMD- TRGCMD

10)  Unit CMD- Marine Artillery Detachment FT Sill

11)  CO/Dept- Col Campbell/ What section are you in?? MARLOG. CANNONCREWMAN, etc..

12)  Last Name- Last Name of person involved in mishap

13)  First Name- First Name of person involved in mishap

14)  MI- Middle Initial of person involved in mishap

15)  Rank- Rank of person involved in mishap

16)  MOS- Military Occupational Specialty of person involved in mishap.

17)  Rate- Rate of rank, E3, W3, O3, etc…

18)  Age- Age of individual involved in mishap at time of mishap

19)  Gender- Male or female

20)  Billet MOS- Billet person is involved in mishap holds at time of mishap

21)  Indiv Status- Full Duty/ Light Duty/ Limited Duty/ etc.. of person involved in mishap when mishap occurred.
22) Job Title- Name of billet individual involved in mishap 

23) Drivers license- Number of license if involved in vehicle mishap

24) State- State of license of individual involved in mishap. Required for vehicle mishaps.

25) Expir Date- Expiration Date of drivers license of person involved in mishap. Required for vehicle mishaps.

26) SSN- 000-00-Last $ of person involved in mishaps social security number.

27) DOB- Date of birth of person involved in mishap.

28) Height- Height in inches of person involved in mishap.

29) Weight- Weight of person involved in mishap

30) Direct Supervisor- Person involved in mishaps first line supervisor. Require rank, last name, first name, mi (Example Sgt Marine Doe, D)

31) OIC- Person involved in mishaps second line supervisor. Require rank, Last name, first name, mi (Example Capt Marine Doe D) This person should be the next higher person in chain of command.

32) Casual Factors- Direct explanation of what happened. (Example: Marine fell from top rack and fractured right leg)

33) Base- What Post is the person involved in mishap stationed on. (Example: Ft Sill)

34) State/Cntry- Where mishap occurred (Example: Oklahoma/ USA)
35) City/County- Where mishap occurred (Example: Lawton/ Comanche)

36) General Area- Where mishap occurred (Example: Personal Home)

37) Specific Location- Where mishap occurred (Example: Kitchen)

38) Equipment involved- Any equipment involved in the mishap. (Example: 2007 Toyota Camry Hybrid)

39) General Activity- When mishap occurred. (Example: Operating Vehicle)

40) Specific Activity- When mishap occurred. (Example: Turning right at stop light)

41) Environmental Conditions- When mishap occurred. Include all conditions, rain, snow, dry, cloudy, windy, etc.. if possible put specific wind speed.

42) Injury Type- Type of injury person in mishap received, fracture, burn, abrasion, cut, etc..

43) Body Part- Part of body injured. (Example: Right leg)

44) Chemical Involved- Name of chemical involved in mishap.

45) Chemical Comments- MSDS on hand, any type of information about chemical that can assist with investigation.

46) Personal Protective Equipment- Check all that apply to mishap. Include what person involved should have been wearing of that was wearing at time of mishap.
47) Motor Vehicle- All information on vehicles involved in mishap.

48) Under Influence- Type of alcohol or drugs, be specific, BAC reading.

49) Ordnance- National Stock Number, Lot # DODIC of ammunition involved in mishap.

50) Training- Include all training individual involved in mishap received for task individual was performing when mishap occurred.

51) Lost Work Days- Include all lost work days individual involved in mishap missed. Increments are full days.

52) Civilians Only- Fill out if civilian where involved in mishap.

53) Property Damage- Fill blank out if property damage occurred in mishap.

54) Motorcycle/DIC/EVOC training- Any specific training person involved in vehicle mishap received prior to mishap.

55) POC- Point of contact at section level for mishap information.

56)  Detail of mishap- Detailed explanation of who, what, when, where, and how the mishap occurred. Include all injuries, all light and limited duty days assigned, make this a complete story of everything that occurred. (Example: On 18 Jan 2008 at 1300 Sgt Marine was walking into building 01. While walking up the two steps Sgt marine slipped on wet steps and fell backwards. Sgt Marine struck his head on the sidewalk joined to the steps. Sgt Marine was taken to the Post Hospital by ambulance where it was discovered that he suffered from a concussion. Sgt marine was assigned 30 days light duty and was given motrin, and oxycodine. Sgt Marine was given follow-up appointments but is expected to make a full recovery at this time.
